Thanks to a wonderful effort by Alan
Kalikow, we received preliminary approval from the Marblehead Board of Zoning Appeals for a Special Permit to
create a new lot for the house, independent of the synagogue. This maximizes our flexibility in deciding what to
do next with the property. During the month of June, we hope to hear formally that the Special Permit has been
approved by the Town.

Second, June is the month during which we install new Officers and Directors. As | write this, the Nominating
Committee is working to determine the slate for FY2011.

On June 7, Debbie Andrews joins us as
Accounting Clerk, handling many of our day-to-day finance functions. Debbie has a wealth of relevant experience
and promises to be a great asset to our operations.

as training services for Debbie. Please join me in welcoming Debbie and helping her become part of our Sinai
family.

Led by Ben Locke and Bruce Haskin, the Finance Committee is using this transition as an opportunity to perform a
thorough reevaluation of the Temple’s financial systems and policies.
